8.3 Opensearch Extensions

The following extended URL parameters MAY be used in MSF Registration Descriptor “URL” element using [OpenSearch] or [- PARA EXT] formalism in addition to the ones already defined in [OpenSearch]. In addition, the “lat” and “lon” parameters of [OpenSearch-Geo] MAY be used to indicate the target location.

Note that the “oma:” and “oma-user:” prefixes are given as indication only and could differ in each implementation. However, the related namespace refer to this specification and MUST have the value “urn:oma:xml:msrch:messages:1.0” or "urn:oma:xml:msrch:userinfo:1.0" respectively.
