The AR Content selection function is responsible for the search of AR Target, selection and retrieval of AR Content based upon the receipt of a request from MobAR Client or push settings related to AR Target and/or AR Content. 
The AR Content selection function provide the following AR service：

· AR Target search based on specific criteria 

· AR Content selection and retrieval in local cache or from AR Content Provider server

· Filtering of AR Target and/or AR Content based on specific criteria

· Aggregation  of AR Target and/or AR Content based on specific criteria
· Support of different consumption styles of the AR Content
· Invocation of the 3rd party VAS based on specific criteria

6.3.1.1.2 AR Contents Management Function

The AR Content Management function is responsible for the storage and management of information related to deployment of AR Target and associated AR Content.
The AR Content Management function provides the mechanisms to store and manage:
· Information of advertised AR Content such as availability, visiting address, deployment rules, access control information, etc

· Information of deployed AR Target such as type, category, location, description, relationships to other AR Targets, etc 
· Caching  policy and cached AR Content
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
