This call flow is triggered by MobAR Client’s internal execution logic. 
1. 
2. MobAR Client sends the subscription request to the MobAR Server for being notified about the AR Content. Note that there is no sequence relationship with the subscription and the push delivery.
3. The MobAR Server selects the appropriate AR Content, based on information acquired from SP Resources on the network, and sends the selected AR Contents to the MobAR Client, via a push delivery mechanism. 
4. The MobAR Client filters and caches the AR Contents. 
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
