Change 3:  4 Introduction Section
The MobAd Enabler addresses the need to deliver targeted advertisement to a user or a group of users. The MobAd Enabler focuses on selecting advertisement based on user personalisation and contextualisation. For this purpose, the MobAd enabler can use external functions such as user data (preferences, location, presence, interests) and content data (to which an Ad may be related or to which it may be inserted).
The MobAd Enabler addresses the need to deliver the advertisement using push, pull, and broadcast delivery methods, and it may work in pre-fetch or on-demand modes.
The MobAd Enabler is agnostic of the presentation format of advertisement and does not define nor mandate any rendering model and formats.

The MobAd Enabler does not define interfaces to entities that are outside of the Service Provider domain.
This document defines the architecture of the MobAd Enabler based on the MobAd requirement document [OMA-MOBAD-RD]. Existing specifications from other OMA enablers will be reuse as much as possible when relevant to cover MobAd Functions and Flows.
The MobAd Enabler is a client-server enabler and this document highlights the following logical functions that are expected to be specified and described in the AD:

a. MobAd network entities functions

b. MobAd device entities functions

c. Interactions between MobAd Network entities and SP applications

d. Interactions between MobAd entities on device and Ad App

e. Interactions between MobAd Entities and Delivery subsystems such as DCD
f. Interactions between MobAd Network Entities and external functions such as Presence and Location.
