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1 Reason for Contribution

Adding to AD editor notes for further study.
2 Summary of Contribution

Contributions 0003R02 and 0006R01 deal with populating the AD with an initial architecture figure and text. That initial view has to be updated to reflect additional requirements not addressed. Based on contribution 0006R01 and other comments received as a result of exchanges over e-mail, this contribution proposed a number of additional editor notes to be added to the AD, as a reminder of topics that still need to be addressed in order to complete the AD.
3 Detailed Proposal
	Editor’s Note X: AD needs to define the architecture for Push Ad model. FFS: Interface for Push ad from MobAd Server to MobAd Client, interface for Push Ad from MobAd Server to SP Application – all if applicable. 
Note: in all Editor Notes, FFS (for further study) is intended as a topic that needs to be addressed in THIS release, not in a subsequent release (unless the study concludes differently)


	Editor’s Note X+1: AD needs to define the architecture to address management/configuration requirements. FFS: interfaces and/or data for management of rules, groups, etc related to MobAd Client and MobAd Server.


	Editor’s Note X+2: AD needs to further de-compose the MobAd Server in more granular functional components, to support distribution according to SP deployment criteria. FFS: Ad Selection Server, Metrics Collector, Personalization/Contextualization  function, etc.


	Editor’s Note X+3: AD needs to identify and define MobAd specific data that is considered critical in ensuring consistency between different MobAd components (e.g. unique identification of an Ad, unique identification of an Ad interaction instance, etc).


	Editor’s Note X+4: AD needs to identify all dependencies on other resources, specifically for each MobAd component. FFS: OMA enablers and/or other re-used resource identification, use of interfaces and data, and whether the dependency is mandatory or optional.


	Editor’s Note X+5: AD needs to identify, via architectural flows, how to use main delivery mechanisms for Ads, between MobAd Server and MobAd Client, and between MobAd Server and SP Applications. FFS: interfaces and bindings.


	Editor’s Note X+6: Identify and describe re-use of specific MobAd enabler interfaces by external entities, for the purpose of fulfilling complex SP deployment scenarios. FFS examples (non-exhaustive): 1. the case where an application residing on a non-MobAd compliant device may want to report metrics (could re-use a MobAd Client specific function). 2. The case where an Ad App may interface with an SP Application to receive Ad, then report metrics using a MobAd Client function. 3. The case where an external entity (e.g. an Application that interacts with SP Application) may have to report metrics after an interaction with an Ad (e.g. to assess whether a separate interface is needed, or whether the MAS-SPA-2, possibly with particular parameters) can be re-used for this goal.


	Editor’s Note X+7: For now, the current AD assumes that interfaces exposed by MobAd Server towards MobAd Client are different than those exposed toward SP Application (in particular because interfaces over the airlink should be as efficient as possible). This needs to be monitored. FFS: To assess e.g. whether interfaces for Ad Selection exposed by MobAd Server towards SP Application, respectively MobAd Client (as well as bindings to protocols) are not the same. Similar for interfaces for Metrics Reporting (A potential difference in bindings to protocols does not necessarily mean the interface is different. And a difference in parameters passed may also not be significant).
