Change 2:  5.4 Flows

This section describes a non-exhaustive number of typical flows involving MobAd logical components and entities that issue requests handled by the MobAd enabler. The flows include MobAd enabler logical functions that may reside in the network or in the device, as well as requesting entities that may reside in the network or in the device. When the same flow may apply, regardless of where a function or requesting entity may reside, only one representative flow may be shown to cover several scenarios.

5.4.1 Ad Selection flow

The typical Ad Selection flow covers the scenario where a SP App requests and obtains zero, one or more Mobile Advertisements. The main flow for this scenario, also referred to as Ad pull mode, is depicted in Figure 2.
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Figure 2: Ad Selection flow

The Ad Selection flow is initiated via a request for an ad (or ads) by a SP App. The request may pass input parameters such as user identification, SP App context or any other relevant info (e.g. user preferences) and is received and processed by an Ad Selection logical entity that resides in the network. During the Ad Selection processing, the Ad Selection function may retrieve user’s MobAd preferences available via a Preference Management function, and may further obtain other user characteristics, by accessing other Contextualization and Personalization resources, in order to create Ad Selection Criteria. The Ad Selection function will subsequently obtain and match Ad and Campaign Metadata against the Ad Selection Criteria, thus narrowing down the number of relevant Ads. Based on the results of this match, the applicable Ad Content will be obtained from an Ad repository, and the Ads accompanied by their Ad Metadata will be returned by the Ad Selection function to the SP App.
The Ad Selection flow may result in the return of zero, one or more Ads, depending on several factors (e.g. explicit request for one or more Ads, availability of one or more relevant Ads). The returned Ad Content may be the actual Ad(s) to be presented to the user, but may also be references to Ads (e.g. an URI where the actual Ad Content may be found). In this case, additional operations (not shown in Figure 2) are necessary to obtain the actual Ad Content (e.g. using “http get” or FTP). The operations showed as steps in the Ad Selection logical function may be implemented in various alternatives, some of them possibly resulting in additional logical functions.
Editor's note: FFS – potential similarity between this flow and an Ad Selection flow initiated by Ad Engine towards the MobAd entities on the Network, as well as potential similarity with a flow initiated by Ad App towards the Ad Engine.
Editor's note: FFS – detailed flows for Contextualization and Personalization, other Ad Selection operations, decomposition of “Ad Selection logical entity” into more network entities, other operations required when Ad Content is a reference, rather than actual content, etc.
