6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  SP App call flow for section 5.4
5.4.2 SP App Request flow

The SP App is an external entity, executing within the Service Provider environment, which makes use of MobAd Entities in the Network interface in order to submit Ad requests and to get advertisements.

The request for Ads may contain different parameters to enable the MobAd Entities in the Network to perform an Ad Selection corresponding to the parameters provided by the SP App.
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1. SP App requests Ad(s) to the MobAd Entities in the Network.

The SP App AdRequest contains at least an SP App Identifier parameter:

The SP App AdRequest may contain the following parameters:

a. Location information

b. FFS

c. FFS

d. indication allowing to broaden or not the AdRequest parameters
The MobAd Entities in the Network shall support all the above parameters.

A single SP App Adrequest can contain multiple Adrequests. 
2. The MobAd Entities in the Network processes the SP App AdRequest and subsequently performs the Ad Selection. 
MobAd Entities in the Network processes AdRequest parameters by using available information or may call external entities to support some of these parameters during the selection step. These steps are not illustrated in this flow.

3.  The MobAd Entities in the Network shall provide a response to the SP App.
The response may contain selected ads according to the parameters provided within the request. If not all selection criteria can be satisfied, the MobAd Entities in the Network verifies if the indication in the AdRequest allows broadening the search by dropping or softening criteria (larger geographic radius, etc.).The MobAd Entities in the network can provide Default Ads.
The MobAd Entities on the Network include a relevancy index as part of the response, to indicate if the selected ads correspond to the criteria(s) provided with the AdRequest.

SPAM-1 is a bidirectional point to point interface between the MobAd Entities on the Network and the SP App. It is expected that SP App will implement this SPAM-1 interface. The SP App uses this interface to submit AdRequest with some parameters. The MobAd Entities on the Network uses this interface to provide a response to the SP App.
TBD-1: Represents a collection of all interfaces between MobAd Entities on the Network and SP App

TBD-2: Represents a collection of all interfaces between MobAd Entities on the Network and Ad Engine

TBD-3: Represents a collection of all interfaces between Ad Engine and Ad App

TBD-4: represents a collection of all interfaces between C&PR and MobAd Entities on Network

TBD-5: represents a collection of all interfaces between C&PR and Ad Engine

Note: TBD-4 and TBD-5 could prove to be either the same or different interfaces

	An indication of the level of match between criteria provided with the AdRequest and Ad(s)/information provided as a response. For example, this indicator can take the form or a percentage, a suite of value per criteria (e.g.: which one is fulfil, broaden, ignore) etc.
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
