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1 Reason for Change

From the “perspective” of the MobAd network entities, in many cases, both the Ad Engine and SP App are acting as a requester to the MobAd entities on the Network entities (each of them initiate requests to the MobAd entities on the Network entities), so the functions exposed via interfaces between Ad Engine and MobAd entities on the Network are identical or at least similar with the interfaces between SP App and MobAd entities on the Network. Even if different protocol realizations may be more optimal for one or the other that is only going to be explored in the TS phase. We think it would make the AD diagram more straightforward, and allow more focus to replace TBD-2 with TBD-1.
