This contribution proposes some text and flows for the Section 5.4 Flows of MobAd AD (OMA-AD-Mobile_Advertising-V1_0-20080422-D)
R01 changes order of the call flow and some textual descriptions. Also, adds a new co-signer.

· Place Ad App request scenario before the push scenario

· Modify textual description in steps 2 and 10 allow the delivery of ad metadata as part of the broadcast delivery
· Merge two steps (3 and 4, and 11 and 12) as a single step
Changes for R02 are as follows:

· Adding a preamble before the diagram

· Edit the picture according to the steps (including dashed lines for optional steps)

· Add additional Ad App and Ad Engine in the call flow
· Change some textual descriptions
· Add new co-signers
R03 is provided based on the comments received during the Chicago meeting. Changes for R03 are as follows:

· Step 1: Delete the last sentence

· Step 4: Change step 4 as a mandatory step and delete “may”  from the text describing it
· Step 5: Add “App” at the end of sentence
· Step 6: delete “may”
· Step 7 and 8: delete “In case metrics were reported in step 6”
· Remove the Note

6 Detailed Change Proposal
Change 1:  Add Broadcast Delivery of Ad (s) Flow and Text
Broadcast delivery of Ad(s) is an optional feature of the MobAd Enabler.

This flow represents at a high level broadcast delivery of Ad(s) among an Ad App, Ad Engine, MobAd entities on the Network and the Contextualization and personalization resources.
This scenario assumed that the users have subscribed to the broadcast service and their devices are already pre-configured to receive the broadcast channel.
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Broadcast-based Ad(s) Delivery
1. 
2. The MobAd Entities on the Network broadcast the Ad(s) and its Ad Metadata to the Ad Engine. This can be done for example by OMA DCD enabler (which in practice use OMA BCAST or 3GPP CBS).
3. The Ad Engine may acquire the User Information and/or User Context from Contextualisation and Personalisation Resource to help filtering the Ad(s). This operation is an optional process and can be omitted. 
4. The Ad Engine monitors the broadcast delivery of Ad(s). The Ad Engine filters the Ad(s) and caches only those match the User Information and/or User Context.
5. The Ad App requests Ad(s) to the Ad Engine.

6. The Ad Engine delivers the Ads to the Ad App.
7. The Ad App report the Metrics related to the impression and/or interaction with Ad(s).
8. The Ad Engine records Ad(s) Metrics.
9. The Ad Engine reports Ad(s) Metrics to the MobAd Entities on the Network.
