TBD-1: Represents a collection of all interfaces between MobAd Entities on the Network and SP App.
MobAd1: is an interface exposed by the MobAd Entities on the Network and used by SP App to inform the MobAd Enabler of its interest in, and capability of handling push Ad Campaigns. The SP App uses this interface to subscribe to Ad Campaigns from the MobAd Entities on the Network and to report push Ad Campaigns related metrics data to the MobAd Entities on the Network. The delivery of the push Ad Campaigns to the SP App may be achieved through different interfaces provided by MobAd, or through mechanisms that are out-of-scope for MobAd Enabler.
TBD-2: Represents a collection of all interfaces between MobAd Entities on the Network and Ad Engine
TBD-3: Represents a collection of all interfaces between Ad Engine and Ad App
TBD-4: represents a collection of all interfaces between C&PR and MobAd Entities on Network
