6 Detailed Change Proposal

The SP App is an entity external to the MobAd enabler, executing within the Service Provider environment, which makes use of MobAd entities in the Network interface in order to get advertisements/campaigns upon request.

The SP App AdRequest may contain the following parameters:

a. location information (e.g.: location information that relates to the content to be send)
b. indication allowing to broaden/relax or not the search criteria expressed by AdRequest parameters
c. user information

e. Ad  parameters defining the Ad requested characteristics such as Type (e.g. Image, Video), Width/Height, User Agent of the handset, codec, etc.

f. 
g. context known to the application (e.g.  based on the interaction with the user an SP app which is a portal  may know if the user is watching Sports Page or  News Page). 

h. Note 1: it is FFS which other parameters may be part of the SP App AdRequest

i. Note 2: it is FFS which user information will be sent with the Ad request (e.g. user identification, user characteristics).

The AdResponse message contain:

a. selected Ads (or reference(s) to Ad(s)) according to the parameters provided within the request (see details below).
b. a Relevancy Index, to indicate if the selected Ads correspond to the criteria(s) provided with the AdRequest.

c. a unique Ad identifier that will be used when reporting metrics to identify the Ad that was used.
If not all selection criteria can be satisfied, the MobAd entities in the Network verifies if the indication in the AdRequest allows broadening the search by dropping or softening criteria (larger geographic radius, etc.).The MobAd entities in the network can provide Default Ads. If no available or applicable Ad(s) can be returned, the MobAd entities on the Network may return an indication that no Ad is available or applicable, or may return a filler.
The MobAd entities on the Network include a relevancy index as part of the response, to indicate if the selected Ads correspond to the criteria(s) provided with the AdRequest.

Change 2:  Modification to Section 5.3

MobAd-1 is an interface exposed by the MobAd entities on the Network and used by the SP App to submit an AdRequest message with some parameters. The MobAd entities on the Network uses this interface to provide an AdResponse to the SP App along with a relevancy index.

TBD-1: Represents a collection of interfaces between MobAd entities on the Network and SP App, other than MobAd-1
TBD-2: Represents a collection of all interfaces between MobAd entities on the Network and Ad Engine

TBD-3: Represents a collection of all interfaces between Ad Engine and Ad App

TBD-4: represents a collection of all interfaces between C&PR and MobAd entities on Network

TBD-5: represents a collection of all interfaces between C&PR and Ad Engine

Note: TBD-4 and TBD-5 could prove to be either the same or different interfaces
