9. The MobAd Entities on the Network sends Ad Forward Response to the Ad Engine_A. This message may contain the overall outcome of the received message such as error conditions corresponding to the request.

10. The MobAd Entities on the Network delivers the Ad(s) to the Ad Engine_B based on received request.

11. The Ad Engine_B  sends the Ad Response to the MobAd Entities on the Network in order to acknowledge the reception of the Ad(s).
12. The Ad Engine_B records Ad Metrics that are related to the impression and/or interaction with Ad. This operation is the internal process of the Ad Engine.

The Ad Forward Request is sent by the user who receives the forwarded Ad(s) and the information about both sender and receiver is contained within the message.
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Ad Engine_B initiated Direct Ad Forwarding
1. The MobAd Entities on the Network delivers the one or more Ad(s) to the Ad Engine_A.
