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1 Reason for Contribution

In our compression, adverts could be stored by the Ad Engine. Still it is possible that an actor (advertiser, SP) might want to cancel a campaign. For example there is an error within it or that an event could make it look bad for the brand. In that case, the campaigns can be removed on the MobAd Entities on the Network, but we also need to do it for the ones stored locally.
This was identified by the requirement:

5.3.1 Functional Component

5.3.1.1 MobAd Entities on the Network

Ad campaign definition/insertion management is a key function for the MobAd entities on the Network. It consists in defining/inserting the Ad Campaigns that are to be distributed to users. It is also the functionality that enables an advertiser to delete a specific campaign from the Ad distribution system, both the ones that are stored by the MobAd entities on the Network as the ones that may be stored on the devices.
Editor Note: Triggering of Ad Campaign Management functions require an Ad Campaign management interface. Such an interface is however FFS and  is out-of-scope for this contribution, which is focused on the deletion functionality of Ads stored on the device.
5.3.1.2 Ad Engine

Ad campaign deletion is a function of the Ad Engine that deletes Ad campaigns stored on the device because of ad intrinsic reasons (eg they have expired), because it is requested from the MobAd entities on the Network (through interface MobAd-xy), or for other reasons (terminal memory management).
Change 3:  Modification to Section 5.3 – Interface description

5.3.2 Interfaces

MobAd-1 is an interface between the Ad Engine and the Ad App. The Ad Engine exposes this interface to the Ad App. The Ad App uses this interface to requests ads from the Ad Engine, and to report ad metrics data to the Ad Engine.
MobAd-2 is an interface exposed by the MobAd entities on the Network and used by the SP App to submit an AdRequest message with some parameters. The MobAd entities on the Network use this interface to provide an AdResponse to the SP App.

MobAd-xy is a notification interface used by the MobAd entities on the Network to push information to the Ad Engine. That notification interface can be used to order the deletion of ads stored by the Ad Engine.
Editor Note: The interface MobAd-xy could be combined with other interfaces
TBD-1: Represents a collection of all interfaces between MobAd entities on the Network and SP App, other than MobAd-2
TBD-2: Represents a collection of all interfaces between MobAd entities on the Network and Ad Engine

TBD-3: Represents a collection of all other interfaces between Ad Engine and Ad App

TBD-4: represents a collection of all interfaces between C&PR and MobAd entities on Network

TBD-5: represents a collection of all interfaces between C&PR and Ad Engine

Note: TBD-4 and TBD-5 could prove to be either the same or different interfaces
