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1 Reason for Contribution

In order to provide some functionalities it was felt necessary to several companies to impose interfaces against the SP App. However, we can’t specify SP App interfaces, since SP App represents a category of applications that are out-of-scope for the MobAd enabler. In order to allow us to resolve this issue, it is proposed to define an agent that MobAd compliant SP App will need develop/integrate. That development/integration is out of MobAd scope, but the capabilities of the SP App Agent, and the interfaces exposed by the SP App Agent are in-scope for MobAd.
That component will enable the following requirements:

	The  MobAd Enabler Entities on the Network SHALL provide means to communicate to an SP App rules, instructions and metadata related to usage of Ads (e.g.: in order to embed the data with Ad in broadcast use case), such as: 

a. Frequency capping related – how many times to be shown

b. Storyboarding order – first show one Ad then another

c. Context based (e.g.: Sport Branded Ads in sport games) 

d. Location (e.g.: Coffee Branded Ad only when nearby)

e. Time of day (e.g.: serve beer Ads only after 9pm). 

f. Ad customisation rules and metadata (e.g.: don’t resize or shorten a clip)

g. Ad expiry date and time, and similar

h. Info required to enable filtering of Ads based on extracted metadata.

5.3.1 Functional Component

5.3.1.x SP App Agent
The SP App Agent is a MobAd agent that needs to communicate with an SP App in order for the latter to be able to take advantage of MobAd capabilities. The specified capability of the SP App Agent is to be able to receive notifications from the MobAd entities on the Network and process them.
The communication/integration of the SP App Agent with the SP App is out of MobAd scope.
5.3.2 Interfaces

MobAd-1 is an interface between the AdEngine and the Ad App. The Ad Engine exposes this interface to the Ad App. The Ad App uses this interface to requests ads from the Ad Engine, and to report ad metrics data to the Ad Engine.
MobAd-2 is an interface exposed by the MobAd entities on the Network and used by the SP App to submit an AdRequest message with some parameters. The MobAd entities on the Network use this interface to provide an AdResponse to the SP App.

MobAd-xz is an interface presented by the SP App Agent to the MobAd entities on the Network. The SP App Agent receives messages through this interface (in-scope), which it is processing and further pushing  to the SP App (out-of-scope).  These messages can be (non-exhaustive list):

Request to send an Ad Campaign to a specific User (in order to provide a Push Ad Campaign service)


Request to delete an Ad Campaign

Request to update configuration rules


Request to start another action

TBD-1: Represents a collection of all interfaces between MobAd entities on the Network and SP App, other than MobAd-2
TBD-2: Represents a collection of all interfaces between MobAd entities on the Network and Ad Engine

TBD-3: Represents a collection of all other interfaces between Ad Engine and Ad App

TBD-4: represents a collection of all interfaces between C&PR and MobAd entities on Network

TBD-5: represents a collection of all interfaces between C&PR and Ad Engine

Note: TBD-4 and TBD-5 could prove to be either the same or different interfaces
