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1 Reason for Change

The user that receives an Ad (e.g. via SMS or MMS) may like it and forward it to another subscriber via some out of scope method (e.g. SMS/MMS forward). The target user may view the forwarded Ad and click it to get more Ad related data and thus should activate the metrics and possibly get more data on the Ad. This contribution adds this flow

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Ad Forward Flow
5.x.1 Ad Forward Flow

The flow in figure 5 represents at a high level the exchanges between an handset, SP App and the MobAd entities on the Network in case of Ad forward:
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Figure 4: Ad Forward Flow

The following steps represent one possible sequence of the main operations:
1. SP App requests and gets an Ad as described in the SP App E2E scenario.
2. The SP App pushes the Ad user-1 e.g. via SMS or MMS

3. SP App reports metrics to the MobAd entities on the Network as described in the SP App E2E scenario

4. The user of Handset 1 likes the Ad and forwards it to user 2 by means which are out of scope of the MobAd enabler. E.g. using SMS or MMS standard forwarding.
5. User 2 – views the Ad, likes it and clicks on the Ad, thus reaching an SP App.

Note: This SP App may be different from the SP App in step 1 (e.g. the SP App in step 1 maybe an MM1 proxy that adds Ads to MMS messages while the latter maybe the operators portal that receives the click on the URL of the Ad)

6. The SP App reports the Ad metrics as used by user 2 

7. The SP App may request to receive the Ad meta data to present more information to the user

Note: the order of steps 6 and 7 maybe reversed.
