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1 Reason for Change

The current version of the text in 5.4.3. SP App Ad Request Flow needs further detailing when it comes to what information is passed across the relevant interfaces, as to guarantee the flexibility, ease of integration and commercial relevance of the solution.
Approaches such as those implying defining and “hard-coding” different attributes classes would:

· Make the integration inherently difficult, as all actors in the SP environment would have to be made to follow such ad-hoc, arbitrary schemes

· Make the updates driven by changing commercial environment hardly possible

Our suggestion is to use an identifier driven approach instead of a attribute classes driven approach. The identifier-driven approaches have a proven track record in SP applications of different kinds and allow for a much easier and faster integration, hence benefiting time and cost to market. In addition, they allow for “future proofness”, as changing the scheme of identifier matching becomes a runtime, configuration task, rather than a long-winded and expensive effort of updating the actual runtime software.

The MobAd enabler approach may therefore include (in the TS phase):

· Specifying the technology used to construct and structure identifiers

· Specifying how to construct and structure identifiers (e.g. a single identifier concatenating user identification and various characteristics, or a series of identifiers) 

Obviously, the SP would normally make available/known to all requesters (e.g. SP Apps) the identifiers it may accept and support when using MobAd enabler, but the way this information is communicated to the interested parties is out-of-scope for MobAd enabler as the said process is a part of the runtime administration and policy setting.
Some illustrative and informative examples of standardized technologies allowing or facilitating this approach include, for instance:

· XRI (eXtensible Resource Identifier)
· XRDS (eXtensible Resource Descriptor Sequence)

· XDI (XRI Data Interchange)

Examples of widely known systems and standards using the above include e.g. openID, Higgins, I-names and I-numbers, etc.
As this is a quite well known approach in the industry, it is also recommended to evaluate during the technical specification stage to what extent the above and other technologies can be re-used, rather than re-inventing surrogates.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Section 5.4.3; Modification to the text (changes tracked)
5.4.3 SP App AdRequest flow

The SP App is an entity external to the MobAd enabler, executing within the Service Provider environment, which makes use of MobAd entities on the Network interface in order to get advertisements/campaigns.

The request for Ads may contain different parameters to enable the MobAd entities on the Network to perform an Ad Selection corresponding to the parameters provided by the SP App.
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1. SP App requests Ad(s) from the MobAd entities on the Network.

The SP App AdRequest contains at least an SP App Identifier parameter.

The format of the SP App Identifier is for further study.

The SP App may pass the following information in the AdRequest:

a. location information (e.g.: location information that relates to the content to be sent)

b. user information

The said information may be passed using different sets and/or constructs of identifiers, as to allow for flexibility and ease of integration. The identifiers can represent, among others:
· User identifiers (anonymised or real, temporary or permanent, encrypted or plain), which can then in turn be used to determine relevant user information and attributes, be it dynamic or static

· User group identifiers

c. Ad presentation information e.g. information describing supported formats, Image, Video, Width/Height, etc.

Note 3: it is FFS which other information may be part of the SP App AdRequest

2. The MobAd entities on the Network processes the SP App AdRequest and subsequently performs the Ad Selection. 

MobAd entities on the Network processes the AdRequest parameters by using available information or may call external entities to support some of these parameters during the selection step. These steps are not illustrated in this flow.

3.  The MobAd entities on the Network shall provide a response to the SP App.

The AdResponse message contains:

a. selected Ad(s) (or reference(s) to Ad(s)) according to the information provided within the request. If not all information can be satisfactorily used, the MobAd entities on the Network can ignore or apply the information differently (larger geographic radius, etc.).The MobAd entities on the Network can provide Default Ads (e.g., filler). If no available or applicable Ad(s) can be returned, the MobAd entities on the Network may return an indication that no Ad is available or applicable

b. a unique Ad identifier associated with each selected Ad that will be used when reporting metrics to identify the Ad that was used, assuming Ad(s) were returned.
