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1 Reason for Change

This contribution proposes some text related to notifying specific condition and holding advertising functions. This corresponds to the following requirements which are addressed to some extend in this flow:

	The MobAd Enabler SHALL enable the MobAd Enabler Entities on the Device to receive rules, instructions and metadata related to usage of Ads, as well as manage and execute them.

	The MobAd Enabler SHALL support rules, instructions and metadata related to usage of Ads, as well as manage and execute them

	MobAd-FUNC-008
	The  MobAd Enabler Entities on the Network SHALL provide means to communicate to the MobAd Enabler Entities on the Device rules, instructions and metadata related to usage of Ads, such as: 

a. Frequency capping related – how many times to be shown

b. Storyboarding order – first show one Ad then another

c. Context based (e.g.: Sport branded Ads in sport games) 

d. Location (e.g.: Coffee branded Ad only when nearby)

e. Time of day (e.g.: serve beer Ads only after 9pm). 

f. Ad customisation rules and metadata (e.g.: don’t resize or shorten a clip)

g. Ad expiry date and time

	The MobAd Enabler SHALL provide or support means to apply generic MobAd Enabler Rules to MobAd Enabler functions.

	The MobAd Enabler Entities on the Device MAY support available mechanisms required to notify the MobAd Enabler Entities on the Network when critical device resources (e.g.: battery level, storage capacity etc) reach predefined configuration thresholds.

	If MobAd-ADM-002 is supported, the MobAd Enabler SHALL provide means required to specify thresholds for critical device resources and rules associated with these thresholds (e.g.: postpone metric reporting when battery level is less than 10%).

In addition, this contribution proposes to provision some identifiers that will be detected and used to modify the behaviour of MobAd compliant products when detected.
Examples:

1- A content provider makes a particular business agreement with a MobAd service provider, so that no advertisements would be displayed for a particular CP URL. When this URL is detected, the AdEngine does not display any ads.

 2- In emergency situation, (emergency call) no ads will be displayed for a given period of time. The mobad enabler needs to provision and detect the emergency identifiers.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  call flow for section 5.4
5.4.Ad Engine provisioning for critical events
The following flow relates to the need to provision the AdEngine with rules, and values to configure it. The flow also relates to the detection of some events (e.g. according to such provisioned rules and values)  and to the suspension and resumption of  advertising functions after critical events or conditions are met.

Critical events or conditions can be device/network resources threshold, capping, opt-in/opt-out, roaming etc.
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1. MobAd Entities in the Network provisions the AdEngine with rules, values (threshold values, keywords), identifiers .

2. AdEngine detects a critical event:
· Resource threshold is met (device battery, network bandwidth)

· Emergency Identifier(s) is used 
· Particular Identifier is used (a given URL is used)

· Particular condition is met (roaming, capping)

· Opt-in/opt-out

AdEngine may hold part or all of its functions:

· For a given period of time.

· Until the MobAd entities on the network sends a command to suspend/resume it

3. AdEngine notifies MobAd Entities on the Network of the critical events 
4. MobAd Entities on the network processes the notification
5. MobAd Entities on the Network may send a response/command to the Ad Engine

· Suspend/resume
· Opt-in/out

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Change 3:  Modification to Section 5.3

TBD-1: Represents a collection of all interfaces between MobAd Entities on the Network and SP App

MobAd-X1 is an interface exposed by the Ad Engine to MobAd Entities on the Network. It is used by MobAd Entities on the Network to provide the Ad Engine with rules, values, identifiers (threshold values, eùmergency identifiers) that will be necessary for the Ad Engine to perform its function. The MobAd-X1 interface is also used to update already provided rules and values and to send commands to the AdEngine, such as: opt-in/opt-out, suspend, and resume.

MobAd-X2 is an interface exposed by MobAd Entities on the Network to the Ad Engine. It is used by the Ad Engine to notify MobAd Entities on the Network when a given set of rules, conditions, identifiers or values are met (opt-in/out, threshold,  identifiers)
TBD-2: Represents a collection of additional interfaces between MobAd Entities on the Network and Ad Engine
TBD-3: Represents a collection of all interfaces between Ad Engine and Ad App

TBD-4: represents a collection of all interfaces between C&PR and MobAd Entities on Network
TBD-5: represents a collection of all interfaces between C&PR and Ad Engine

Note: TBD-4 and TBD-5 could prove to be either the same or different interfaces
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
