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1 Reason for Change

This contribution proposes a more detailed functional grouping of MobAd Entities on the Network which enables better granularity and better functional separation. As it is now it is a very high level and quite vague. 
This proposal may not capture every functionality of MobAd Entities on the Network, but the suggestion here is to address the need to functionally detail the high level box and just identify the key high level functions of this box without suggesting to remove the actual box. Additions and modifications are welcomed, but we believe that there is a need for this level of detail.

Editor’s note: This is not an exhausted list of functions. There may be additional functions and sub-functions identified and added. 

Note: Deployment model is system specific and the model described in section 5. is one of the examples only. This is to say that other deployment models of these functionalities between MobAd Entities on the Network and Ad Engine are also possible.

Change 2: 5.3.1.1.1 Ad Selection

The Ad Selection function has the responsibility for the following actions (non-exhaustive list):

· Process data from different sources and actors (e.g. Ad Engine, SP App, users) in order to select the most appropriate advertisements 
· This information may be provided as input in the request for Ads (e.g. see [OMA-MOBAD-RD], MobAd-PECO-018, MobAd-PECO-019) and/or may be obtained from Contextualization and Personalization resources (e.g. see [OMA-MOBAD-RD], MobAd-PECO-008, MobAd-PECO-009).

· Comparing/Matching and filtering the Ads based on the keywords and criteria (e.g. see [OMA-MOBAD-RD], MobAd-FUNC-017)

· Selection of one or multiple Ads based on rules and criteria (e.g. see [OMA-MOBAD-RD], MobAd-FUNC-015)

Change 3: 5.3.1.1.2 Ad Delivery

The Ad Delivery function has the responsibility for the following actions (non-exhaustive list):
· Deliver Ads/Ad Campaigns and related metadata to the Ad Engine and SP Apps (e.g. see [OMA-MOBAD-RD], MobAd-DELV-002, MobAd-DELV-007)
· Optional support for different delivery mechanisms (e.g. see [OMA-MOBAD-RD], MobAd-DELV-003 through MobAd-DELV-006)
Change 4: 5.3.1.1.3 Ad Metrics Handling
                               The Ad Metrics Handling function has the responsibility for the following actions (non-exhaustive list):
· Collect Ad impression and user’s responses, such as clicking and viewing after an Ad is received. 
· This information is collected from different sources such as SP App, Ad Engine etc. (e.g. see [OMA-MOBAD-RD], MobAd-METR-001).
· Collect metrics’ related data, such as sources IDs, time, context etc (see [OMA-MOBAD-RD], MobAd-METR-011)
· Associate metrics with specific Ad Campaigns if they are part of any campaign (e.g. see [OMA-MOBAD-RD], MobAd-METR-012)
· Process metrics into a consolidated report (e.g. see [OMA-MOBAD-RD], MobAd-METR-013)

· Facilitate use of the processed metrics information for future Ad selection process (e.g. see [OMA-MOBAD-RD], MobAd-METR-002)

Change 5: 5.3.1.1.4 User/Service Data Management Function
                               The Management function has the responsibility for the following actions (non-exhaustive list):

· Manage user context data (e.g. see [OMA-MOBAD-RD], MobAd-PECO-016)

· Manage MobAd enabler service-related data (e.g. see [OMA-MOBAD-RD], MobAd-PECO-004)

· Manage groups (e.g. see [OMA-MOBAD-RD], MobAd-FUNC-030)

· Creation of Ad Channels(e.g. see [OMA-MOBAD-RD], MobAd-FUNC-023)

Change 6: 5.3.1.1.5 Ad Metadata Management Function

                               The Management function has the responsibility for the following action (non-exhaustive list):

· Manage Ad metadata(e.g. see [OMA-MOBAD-RD], MobAd-FUNC-035, MobAd-PECO-002)

· Labelling of Ads with Ad Metadata for the Ad selection process (e.g. see [OMA-MOBAD-RD], MobAd-PECO-002)
