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Figure 8: Ad Forwarding Call Flow
1. 
2. User A clicks to forward the Ad to the User B
3. The Ad App reports to the Ad Engine either that it has forwarded the Ad or that it requests the Ad to be forwarded.
4. The Ad Engine provides this event to the Ad Server. This event is embedded in the metrics data.
