4.3 Security Considerations

This section provides a brief high level description of the MobAd Security functions, the details of which will be described in the Technical Specifications document.
4.3.1 Authentication and Authorization

MobAd Enabler provides mutual authentication and authorization between the main MobAd enabler entities, such as Ad Engine and Ad Server. Only authorized Principals will have access to user information and user identity. 
4.3.2 Integrity of User information and Ad metrics/Ad content
 MobAd Enabler provides security mechanisms to protect User Information and Ad metrics against any unauthorized changes and modifications and also protects the full integrity of the Ad content. 
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
