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1 Reason for Change

This use case presents the case where the user receives an MMS message and while fetching the MMS an Ad is inserted to the MMS. Later on the user clicks on the Ad to get more information and the handset launches the handset browser which resolves the url being selected. The new functionality in this use case is that the requesting SP App (during the MMS delivery or during push MMS campaign) and the initial metric reporting  is different from the SP app that will report the click.

This use case is required per the following requirement:

	MobAd entities in the Network SHALL be able to correlate metrics data received from multiple sources and provide a consolidated report (e.g.: to avoid double accounting for the same interaction).

It should be noted that a similar use case happens during SMS delivery.

Change 1:  Ad MMS use case
5.x.1 Ad MMS use case
The flow in the following figure represents at a high level the exchanges between the device (MMS client and browser), MM1 Proxy Ad insertion (SP App1), Portal (SP App2) and the Ad server in this use case:
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Figure 4: Ad MMS use case
The following steps represent one possible sequence of the main operations:
0. Out of scope step - After the MMS Device client receives an MMS notification it uses MM1 to retrieve the message. The MM1 request is served by an MM1 Proxy that adds Ads to the MMS.
Step 1-7 are identical to steps 1-7 in the “End-to-End High Level Flow initiated from an SP App”. The SP App in this scenario is performed by the MM1 Proxy application which is marked as SP App 1. 
8. Out of scope step - SP App 1 adds the Ad to the MMS message with a clickable url and provides the MMS to the device. The clickable url contains an href statement that includes adds in an agreed format (between the two SP Apps) the Ad_id and any other required information (e.g. href="/index.xx.html?aid=100200;label=Hotel-reservations-xusIK9N6eEgGl6ojl6jNSgS680210965;sid=361a3645fcc5d0233c32a6ee89de9f65")
9. Out of scope step - The user elects to click the Ad which initiates the handset browser. The Browser attempts to resolve the URL and is being served by the portal application - SP App 2.

10. SP App 2 (e.g. Operator Portal) reports the metrics on behalf of the user to the Ad server.
Step 11 is identical to steps 8 in the “End-to-End High Level Flow initiated from an SP App” use case.
