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1 Reason for Contribution

As a companion to the agreed 125R02, the minuted request was to add a flow to accompany the changes agreed in 125R02.
2 Summary of Contribution

This is a flow very similar to the SP App AdRequest flow (and could be issued as a joined request AdRequest+AdValidityRequest).
3 Detailed Proposal

Change: SP App Ad Validity Request Flow
5.4.x SP App Ad Validity Request flow

The SP App may inquire about the validity of Ads. The request inquiring about Ads’ validity may be attached to another request (e.g. to an AdRequest) for optimization purposes, or may be issued separately (e.g. according to a policy, if the time between two consecutive AdRequests may exceed a given threshold). It is recommended that each AdRequest contains an Ad validity update. The Ads’ validity corresponds to Ads that may have to be deleted or Ads that may have to be updated.
The flow in this section covers the case where an SP App inquires about Ads’ validity (either as a separate request, or as a request made jointly with an AdRequest). However, only those aspects are shown that are relevant to the Ads’ validity inquiry and response.
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Figure x: SP App AdValidityRequest flow
1. SP App inquires about the validity changes of Ads (one or more) from the Ad Server, occurred since the previous SP App request (either independent AdValidityRequest or AdRequest accompanied by AdValidityRequest). When an AdValidityRequest is issued, it includes the date/time of the last validity update, and may include an SP App Identifier.
2. The Ad Server processes the SP App AdValidityRequest. The Ad Server checks if some Ads are not valid since the date/time provided into the SP App AdValidityRequest. If specific Ad(s) Id(s) were included in the request, the status of the identified Ad(s) may be verified. Such verification may conclude there is a need to indicate to the SP App that some Ads should be deleted (e.g. because the Ad Campaign has been cancelled by the advertiser) or may provide updated Ads to the SP App as part of the response message.
3. The Ad Server shall provide a response to the SP App, based on the results of the step 2. The AdValidityResponse message contains the date/time of the validity update. This date/time is the one included by the SP App when submitting an AdValidityRequest to the AdServer. The AdValidityResponse message may contain one or more of the following:

a. Selected Ad(s) Id which should be deleted by the SP App, or an indication that no changes have occurred.
b. Updated Ads
Editor’s Note: FFS if we need to support a case where ALL Ads that the SP App has obtained previously need to be deleted. In this case, the response would not specifically identify Ads by their Id, but indicate “all”.
