	The MobAd Enabler Entities on the Device MAY support available mechanisms required to notify the MobAd Enabler Entities on the Network when critical device resources (e.g.: battery level, storage capacity etc) reach predefined configuration thresholds.

	MobAd-ADM-003
	If MobAd-ADM-002 is supported, the MobAd Enabler SHALL provide means required to specify thresholds for critical device resources and rules associated with these thresholds (e.g.: postpone metric reporting when battery level is less than 10%).

Scope of this proposal is wider than just critical device resources. The same mechanism may be used by the AdEngine for notifying the AdServer of events such as:
1 – Roaming is detected. Ad Engine notifies Ad Server about roaming so that Ad Server is able to adjust to it.
2- others (Repository is full, don’t push more Ads).

Notification to the AdServer will depend on the type of events. In some cases, the AdEngine will suspend its functions without notifying the AdServer.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  call flow for section 5.4
5.4.AdEngine event notification
The following flow is optional. It relates to the AdEngine notifying the Ad Server, upon detection of some events. After notifying the Ad Server, Ad Engine can  suspend and resume its advertising functions. 
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· 
1. AdEngine detects a given event, such as:
· Resource threshold is met (device battery, device storage space, network bandwidth)

·

· Particular condition is met (roaming, Opt-in/opt-out maximum capping value, given URL, emergency number))
· 
Note 1: For that purpose, the AdEngine shall use an interface to device resources and device functions, which is not yet shown at the current AD diagram.

2. AdEngine notifies the AdServer about the event.
3. Depending on the type of detected events and rules applying to it (if any), the AdEngine may suspend or resume part or all of its functions:

· For a given period of time. 

· Until another event is detected.

5. MobAd Entities on the network processes the notification and may change its communication or functions towards the AdEngine

Change 2:  Modification to Section 5.3

MobAd-4 is an interface exposed by the Ad Server and used by the Ad Engine to submit an AdRequest message with some parameters and report metrics data. The Ad Server uses this interface to provide an AdResponse to the Ad Engine and receive metric reports. The AdEngine may also use this interface to notify the AdServer when critical device resources (e.g.: battery level, storage capacity etc) reach predefined configuration thresholds or when given MobAd conditions or values are met.
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
