b. Storyboarding order – first show one Ad then another

c. Context based (e.g.: Sport Branded Ads in sport games) 

d. Location (e.g.: Coffee Branded Ad only when nearby)

e. Time of day (e.g.: serve beer Ads only after 9pm). 

f. Ad customisation rules and metadata (e.g.: don’t resize or shorten a clip)

g. Ad expiry date and time, and similar

	Ad Metrics Handling Function


	Record metrics data related to Ads.
	The MobAd Enabler Entities on the Network SHALL be able to obtain available  metrics data from the SP App  such as: 

a.   SP App identifier/name/description/ communication medium (e.g.: SMS/ browser)  by which the Ad was presented to the user

b.   Context it was presented in 

c.   Customer interactions with the Ads (e.g.: did the customer click to call...) 

d.    How long was the video clip served.

	
	Report Ad metrics data to the Ad Engine.
	The MobAd Enabler SHALL provide means for the MobAd Enabler Entities on the Device and  SP Apps to report Ad Metrics, e.g. after sending an Ad to a user or to a group of users, after a user interaction with an Ad, or on a periodic basis.

	Ad Campaign Deletion Function
	Ad Campaign Deletion
	The MobAd Enabler SHALL provide a mechanism for the SP App to be informed of the cancellation of Ads pre-fetched by it.

5.3.2.1 SP App                                                                              (Informative)


The SP App is an external entity that requests and receives Ads/Ad Campaigns from Ad Server, and embeds Ads in content that it provides to the user. SP App records metrics data related to the Ads and reports metrics data to the Ad Server. Also, SP App deletes Ad campaigns stored locally.

The SP App performs functions grouped in the following high-level functions.
· Ad Request Function
· Ad Embedment Function
· Ad Metrics Handling Function 
· Ad Campaign Deletion Function
5.3.2.1.1    Ad Request Function
The Ad Request Function performs the following actions (non-exhaustive list):

· Request Ads/Ad Campaigns from Ad Server.

· Receive Ads/Ad Campaigns from Ad Server.
5.3.2.1.2    Ad Embedment Function
The Ad Presentation Function performs the following actions (non-exhaustive list):
· Embed Ads to the content that it provides to the user.
5.3.2.1.3    Ad Metrics Handling Function
Ad Metrics Handling Function performs the following actions (non-exhaustive list):

· Record metrics data related to Ads.
· Report Ad metrics data to the Ad Engine.
5.3.2.1.4    Ad Campaign Deletion Function
Ad campaign deletion is a function of the SP App that deletes Ad campaigns stored locally because of Ad intrinsic reasons (e.g. they have expired), because it is told by the Ad Server (through interface MobAd-2), or for other reasons. The SP Apps can receive that information from the Ad Server either within an Ad Request exchange or as a separate dedicated message exchange. The delay between two possible updates will be set as SP policy.
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
