1 Reason for Change

The reasons for change are to improve the text for the Ad Server section. The first paragraph currently refers to “one of the functions”, when in fact later on we list the major functions, and describe each of them in separate sub-section. We think this is an artifact/remainder of a previous contribution, and this paragraph should be more reflective of the overall responsibilities of the Ad Server, rather than focusing on a specific single function.
Note that the text used is from the latest available AD in the permanent documents area, but if agreed, the changes should be applied to the truly latest AD (i.e. after previously agreed changes have been incorporated).

5.2.1.1 Ad Server

The Ad Server is a MobAd Enabler component resident in the network, in charge of providing targeted Ads to the Ad Engine and the SP App, using  contextualization and personalization in the selection process, handling the collection and processing of Ads impression and interaction metrics, and controlling various data management operations to support of MobAd Enabler services. 
The Ad Server performs functions grouped in the following high-level functions.
· Ad Selection Function

· Ad Delivery Function

· Ad Metrics Handling Function 

· User / Service Data Management Function
