Example of MobAd Values:

· maximum number of Ads that can be shown to a user per day (no more than 10 ads a day during the week, no more than 20 ads a day during the week-end)
· emergency numbers that needs to be detected

Example of MobAd Rules:
Rules could relate to the action expected from the device when a value or condition is met: 
· user is roaming, notify and change Ad selection criteria or opt-out; 
· overall capping is met, report metrics

· When given content provider domain is used, suspend Ad delivery to AdApp

· Emergency number is used, suspend for x minutes and notify.

· Metrics reported by this application are fake, opt-out this application.

The following flow relates to the optional functionality of the AdServer to provide the AdEngine with MobAd generic rules that will be used by the AdEngine to perform its advertising functions. 
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Fig xxx: Ad Server pushing MobAd enabler rules to AdEngine
1. Ad Server pushes MobAd Enabler related rules or updates of them to the Ad Engine.
Note: rules can be based on SP policies. The rules definitions must be known by the Ad Engine.










2. Ad Engine stores MobAd generic rules.
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
