When MobAd and DCD are jointly used, the following architecture applies.
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Figure x: MobAd over DCD architecture
The AdServer corresponds to the DCD Content Provider described in [DCD].  
The AdServer uses the DCD-CDPE for data exchanges and uses the DCD-CPR for registration to the DCD server.

The Ad Engine corresponds to the DCD Enabled Client Application (DECA) described in [DCD]. 
The assumption is that AdApps are not registered to the DCD enabler as DECA and that the AdEngine is a proxy between AdApps and the DCD Client.

The AdEngine uses the DCD-CAR interface to register to the DCD client and the DCD-CADE for data exchange.
Note: A mapping of MobAd interfaces described in section XXX to the DCD-CAR, DCD-CADE, DCD-CPR and DCD-CPDE interfaces needs to be specified.

Change 4:  Interface section
MobAd-1 is an interface between the AdEngine and the Ad App. The Ad Engine exposes this interface to the Ad App. The Ad App uses this interface to requests ads from the Ad Engine, as well as to report ad metrics data to the Ad Engine.
MobAd-2 is an interface exposed by the Ad Server and used by the SP App to submit an AdRequest message with some parameters, as well as to report metrics data. The Ad Server use this interface to provide an AdResponse to the SP App.

MobAd-4 is an interface exposed by the Ad Server and used by the Ad Engine to submit an AdRequest message with some parameters and report metrics data. The Ad Server use this interface to provide an AdResponse to the Ad Engine and receive metric reports

TBD-1: Represents a collection of all interfaces between Ad Server and SP App, other than MobAd-2
TBD-2: Represents a collection of all interfaces between Ad Server and Ad Engine

TBD-3: Represents a collection of all other interfaces between Ad Engine and Ad App

TBD-4: represents a collection of all interfaces between C&PR and Ad Server
TBD-5: represents a collection of all interfaces between C&PR and Ad Engine

Note: TBD-4 and TBD-5 could prove to be either the same or different interfaces

When DCD is supported, MobAd-4 and TBD-2 interfaces are mapped to DCD interfaces as per section xxx in Annex A.
