6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Ad-Channel Flow
This flow describes the high level Ad Channels flow.

Step 1: The Ad Server creates Ad Channels. An identifier per channel can be defined. Channels can be created according various criteria.
Step 2 The AdServer selects Ads that match Ad Channels criteria. AdServer associates the Channel to the Ad Metadata (e.g; using the channel ID).
Note: it is assumed the Ad repository is either internal to the AdServer or can be accessed by it. The interface between the AdServer and the Ad Repository is out of scope of the MobAd Enabler.
Step 3: The AdServer formats Ads according to Channel parameters if needed. 
Alternative to step 3, the AdServer may call an external components to make the Ad Content adaptation (e.g.: resize, transcode etc). This is out of scope of the MobAd Enabler and will be implementation specific.
Step 4: The AdServer populates Ad Channel and delivers Ads to Ad Engines based on channel of interest for these AdEngines.
Step 5: The AdServer updates Ad Content from Channel stored on the AdEngine Device.
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
