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1 Reason for Change

Current description of Ad delivery functionality in Section 5.3.1.2.1 (under “Ad Handling Function’) only indicates pull-based delivery of Ads from the Ad Server to the Ad Engine, whereas the MobAd RD clearly indicates other delivery methods, namely push and broadcast, can also be used (Section 4 of RD: “…The MobAd Enabler can make usage of a variety of advertisement delivery methods, (e.g. pull, push and broadcast delivery.).  Therefore, this CR proposes the inclusion of those delivery methods in the description of Ad Engine functionality.
R01 provides wording changes to indicate that Pull delivery is mandatory and push and broadcast delivery methods are optional.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add push and broadcast methods for delivery of Ad(s) from Ad Server to Ad Engine
5.3.1.2.1    Ad Handling Function
This function performs the following actions (non-exhaustive list):

· Process data in order to specify the ad selection criteria. This data may be provided from Ad Apps as input in the request for Ads and/or may be obtained from Contextualization and Personalization Resources.

· Ad selection criteria may be used to identify the most appropriate ads from the cache

· Or to request the ads from the Ad Server.

· Compare/match and filter Ads based on given criteria and metadata.

· Select Ads based on rules and criteria.

· Acquire Ads/Ad Campaigns from Ad Server based on supported delivery method(s):
· Pull: Ad Engine requests and receives Ad(s) from the Ad Server over a unicast channel.  This is mandatory to support. 
· Push: Ad Server delivers Ad(s) autonomously to the Ad Engine over a unicast channel.  This is optional to support.
· Broadcast: Ad Server delivers Ad(s) autonomously to the Ad Engine over a broadcast channel.  This is optional to support.
· Store Ads received from the Ad Server.
· Receive Ad Requests from Ad Apps and deliver Ads to Ad App.
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
