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1 Reason for Change

The Ad Engine is described in OMA-AD-Mobile_Advertising-V1_0:

One of the functions performed by the Ad Engine is the selection of the most appropriate ad for a user based on his/her context and/or Ad App context (see "Contextualization" in [OMA-MOBAD-RD]), his/her personal information (see "Personalization" in [OMA-MOBAD-RD]) and of course the ads available locally. 

From above, Ad Engine on every device can retrieve User Profile, and Ad Server also does it. Thus these operations will result in heavy load for CRM (Customer Relationship Management) or BOSS (Business & Operating Support System) that can provide User Profile. 

To solve the problem, Ad Server should provide proxy function, and every Ad Engine retrieves User Profile through Ad Server, at the same time, Ad Server can update the User Profile if Ad Server would store the information.

The Ad Server adds high-level functions: proxy function by which Ad Server can handle and transfer the request from Ad Engine.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Ad Server Function

The Ad Server adds proxy function. When Ad Engine need to retrieve User Profile, Ad Server can return the information directly if Ad Server has stored them, or else Ad Server will transfer the request to Personalization Resources on the network.
