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1 Reason for Change

This CR implements the Nokia’s comment to the contribution 169R02 “Ad Server providing rules and values to Ad Engine”, put under R&A after the Osaka meeting. The comment was:
“Use consistent term for rules everywhere, rather than "MobAd enabler rules", "MobAd Enabler related rules", "MobAd generic rules". The RD uses the terms "policies", "generic rules", "rules, instructions and metadata", "thresholds and rules". We need to find a single term and put it into the definitions.”

The solution we propose is to:

· use the term “MobAd rules” everywhere in the AD, instead of the alternatives listed above;

· provide an AD definition for the “MobAd rules” term.
We also correct the call flow diagram and text to make it consistent with rest of the AD.
We suggest removing the note after step 1.
