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1 Reason for Change

This contribution proposes modifications to the “Ad Forwarding through the Service Provider Call Flow” which make it more generic, to facilitate alternative implementations for viral advertising. In our view, MobAd AD should not limit the viral advertising implementation to ad forwarding only.

We also think that this call flow is an informative example, because all necessary functions and interfaces are already defined in the AD.

We removed the “user action” step coming from “nowhere”, as it does not comply with the standard for sequence diagram presentation.

6 Detailed Change Proposal
Change 1:  Change the “Ad Forwarding  
B.13 Inormative Example: Viral Advertizing Call Flow

This call flow is an informative example 
showing how  MobAd can support the viral advertising model. The viral advertising model helps advertisers to expand their target audience by using “word of mouth” marketing, ultimately resulting in a very efficient form of advertising. The viral advertising model bases on the presumption that the users know what their friends are interested in and that the users would like to help their friend by pointing them to the right direction.  
In the viral advertising model, the advertising target audience is expanded by Users themselves. Users, who have received an ad, can involve their friends into the advertising target audience.  Users can do that by interacting with the received ad and executing a viral advertizing action, such as “forward ad to a friend”, or “send an ad link to a friend”, or “invite a friend to opt-in” etc.

This call flow is triggered by the User, when he, after receiving an ad, interacts with the ad, chooses and invokes the viral advertising action, such as “forward ad to a friend” or “send an ad link to a friend” or “invite a friend to opt-in” etc.
1. The Ad App executes its internal logic associated with the viral advertising action (out of scope). 
2. 
3. The Ad App reports to the Ad Engine the viral advertising event..

4. The Ad Engine records the viral advertising event’s data. Ad Engine may complement the event’s data with information known to Ad Engine (e.g. the user's presence state or location at the time they interacted with an Ad). 
5. The Ad Engine reports the viral advertising event, to the Ad Server. This event’s data is embedded in the metrics data report.
Note: This message may contain identification parameters that will be defined in TS. 
6. The Ad Server processes the event basing on Service Provider policy. This operation is the internal process of the Ad Server. 
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
