B.14    Ad Forwarding Call Flow
This is an optional functionality.

This flow represents at a high level Ad Forwarding. The Ads may be forwarded from one device to the other device through Ad Server, or the Ads may be forwarded directly from one device to the other device. 
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Figure 15: Ad Forwarding Call Flow

1. The Ad App receives the Ad Forward request or the forwarded Ads.
2. The Ad App reports to the Ad Engine the Ad Forward Event Metrics Data. For example, it has forwarded the Ad, it requests the Ad to be forwarded, it receives the forwarded Ads, user’s impression or action to the received forwarded Ads.

3. The Ad Engine collects and reports this event to the Ad Server. This event is embedded in the metrics data.
This message may contain identification parameters related to the Ad forward event, . 

4. The Ad Server receives and verifies the Ad Forward Event Metrics Data and processes it appropriately based on Service Provider policy. This operation is the internal process of the Ad Server.
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
