6 Detailed Change Proposal
Change 1:  Section 1 Scope
This document defines the architecture of the OMA Mobile Advertising (MobAd) Enabler. This architecture is based on the requirements listed in the OMA MobAd Requirement Document [OMA-MOBAD-RD].
MobAd Enabler architecture does not aim to define a complete architecture standard for advertising software products. MobAd Enabler architecture standardizes only those features (components, functionalities and interfaces) that are required from a standard to facilitate interoperability across different devices, geographies, service providers, operators, and networks. It focuses on enabling the personalisation and interactivity of the ads as well as providing accurate metrics of ads usage
MobAd Enabler architecture:

· is based on open, global standards and protocols
· is agnostic of network bearers 

· is independent of operating systems
The scope of the MobAd Enabler architecture includes:

·  network-side and device-side MobAd Enabler components (Ad Server and Ad Engine), 
· core functionalities of those components,
· interfaces between those components and 
· interfaces exposed by those components to the applications running on User Devices (Ad Apps) and the applications running in Service Provider’s Network (SP Apps). These applications belong to MobAd Enabler’s actors (see [OMA-MOBAD-RD]).
Interfaces exposed by MobAd-compliant software products to other MobAd Enabler’s actors: Users, Content Providers, Advertisers, Service Providers are out of MobAd Enabler architecture’s scope.
Change 2:  
Section 4 Introduction
The purpose of MobAd Enabler architecture is to define a standard interoperable architecture framework that is compliant with the MobAd Enabler requirements [OMA-MOBAD-RD] and which establishes a solid basis for detailed Technical Specification (TS) development

The MobAd Enabler architecture is inline with the main three MobAd target problem areas;

· Enabling the personalisation of advertisements, which is one of the key performance indicators for mobile advertising effectiveness. The more targeted the advertisements are to users, the higher are the chances of the advertisements’ acceptance by the users.

· Enabling interactivity mechanisms with advertisements, which improves user mobile advertising experience and enables various pricing models for mobile advertising. 
· Precise and reliable advertising metrics, which enables measuring users' behaviour and impact of mobile advertising on them.

· Ad Engine (deployed on User’s Devices)

· Ad Apps (deployed on Users’ Devices)
· SP Apps.(deployed in Service Provider’s Network)
 Users may receive and interact with advertisements in two ways:

· Through Ad Apps, given that Users have Ad Engine and Ad Apps running on their Devices,
· Through SP Apps. In this case Users’ Devices may not have Ad Engine and Ad Apps running.
Note: the same User may receive and interact with advertisements in both ways..
