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5 Reason for Change

Change 3:  Several companies, including Alcatel-Lucent were assigned an AI to provide a resolution to comment 311, in Cancun. After some analysis, discussions in Cancun in the meeting and in private, we arrived to the conclusion that the issue needs to be addressed in 2 separate tracks (maybe splitting the AI would make most sense):
1. fixes to Introduction section.

2. fixes/consolidation of informative text related to C&PR and related reference points.

CR 10, 11 have been entered related to bullet 1 above. This CR is proposing to handle bullet 2 above.

However we noticed that neither CR 10, nor CR 11 have included that AD diagram … so currently that diagram simply disappeared from the AD. In our view, that diagram should be in the AD, but together with the C&PR description, in an informative section other than the Intro section.
· propose to consolidate all the text, and the (original, now missing) AD Diagram in a single Informative Section, in the Appendix C. The attachment to this CR shows how the CURRENT AD text, before applying any additional comments resolution, would appear after such a consolidation.

· We recommend to first perform this consolidation, then apply specific comments resolutions to the consolidated text.

Appendix C. Contextualisation and Personalisation implementation choices (Informative)
5.3.2.3 Contextualisation and Personalisation Resources

Contextualisation and Personalisation Resources (C&PR) are information enablers and repositories relevant to the user, which are outside the MobAd Enabler as described in figure 1. 

The C&PR contain, for example, user’s personal characteristics, preferences, current circumstances, etc. The C&PR is used to have a better understanding of what could best meet the needs of a user at the time of Ad delivery. Using C&PR, the Ad Server or Ad Engine may improve the selection of the Ads to satisfy the given criteria and rules. 

Examples of the C&PR used are:

· User Profile

· MobAd User Preferences (eg as associating User Context information with Ad categories)
· Location

· Presence

· Other User Preferences
· Other User Context Information
Contextualisation and Personalisation Resources external to the MobAd Enabler may be used by MobAd Enabler entities (Ad Server, Ad Engine) to acquire contextualisation and personalisation information with the goal of improving the Ads selection process.

Such resources may include OMA enablers, but they cannot be restricted to OMA enablers, neither should such use of OMA enablers be mandated. As a result, the use of OMA enablers to obtain contextualisation and personalisation information is a MobAd enabler implementation choice, dictated mainly by the specifics of the environment where a MobAd enabler implementation may be deployed.
