5.2 Interface MobAd-2
MobAd-2 is an interface exposed by the Ad Server to the SP App. The SP App uses this interface to request and obtain Ads and their associated Ads identifiers from the Ad Server, as well as to report Ad Metrics data to the Ad Server, accompanied by the associated Ads identifiers.
The MobAd-2 interface allows the Ad Server to:

· Receive the Ad Request from SP App

· Provide Ad Response to the SP App
· Receive the report Ad Metrics data from the SP App
· Notifies SP App to delete some Ads stored with it
The MobAd-2 interface allows the SP App to:

· Request and obtain Ads from the Ad Server
· Report Ad Metrics data to the Ad Server
