5.4 Interface Delv-1
Delv-1 is an optional interface exposed by the Ad Engine for the purpose of Ad Server. The Ad Server uses this interface to deliver Ads and their associated Ads identifiers to the Ad Engine via underlying push/broadcast mechanisms, as well as to push either Ads or notifications for Ads retrieval.
The Delv-1 interface allows the Ad Engine to:

· Receive Ads and Ad metadata from Ad Server
· Receive MobAd Rules update from Ad Server
The Delv-1 interface allows the Ad Server to:

· Push either Ads or notifications of Ads for retrieval to Ad Engine
· Provide service notification to Ad Engine
