6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Introduction to MobAd Transaction model
This section is informative.

The Mobile Advertising (MobAd) is intended to provide effective mobile advertisement services to consumers utilizing Content Delivery (CD) technologies. It is an application level service that fits into the current CD architecture. The following Figure1 shows the general MobAd Architecture.
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Figure 1: MobAd Enabler entities Diagram
The MobAd Client and MobAd Server transactions described by this document take place over the network on the MobAd interfaces defined as part of subsequent sections.
The OMA Mobile Advertisement Service uses HTTP as underlying protocols to transfer MobAd-related messages between MobAd Client which resides on the terminal and the MobAd Server that resides on the network.
MobAd messages which are described in this specification SHALL be included as part of HTTP messages of different types. The entire MobAd information is contained in MobAd related messages which are encapsulated in HTTP payload messages.
The content type of such HTTP message containing MobAd message SHALL be either application/vnd.oma.mobad or application/vnd.oma.mobadc, depending on underlying PUSH protocol. More details given in subsequent sections.
The HTTP content type application/vnd.wap.multipart.related provides a good example how mobile advertisement content and presentation information can be encapsulated to a single message. The header of a MobAd message consists of header fields which in general consist of a field name and its value. Some of the header fields are common [RFC2822] header fields and others are specific to the MobAd service. Figure 2 depicts the conceptual model and example of the encapsulation.
