CD-MobAd-2009-0079 proposes additional text for the Introduction section of the MobAd-BCAST Adaptation spec, and in particular, the so-called “MobAd Filtering Type 1”, “MobAd Filtering Type 2” and “BCAST Filtering” modes of adapting the use of the BCAST Enabler in support of targeted Ad delivery in MobAd.  This CR proposes initial text for the MobAd Filtering Type 2 Adaptation Mode section.  It also proposes the sub-section outline for this main section.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Proposed initial text for Section 6 – MobAd Filtering Type 2 Adaptation Mode
6. MobAd Filtering Type 2 Adaptation Mode to BCAST
As indicated in Section 4, depending on service provider decision and terminal capabilities, there are three alternative ways, or modes, of utilizing the BCAST Enabler to support targeted Ad delivery in MobAd: MobAd Filtering Type 1, MobAd Filtering Type 2, and BCAST Filtering Adaptation modes.  This section specifies the MobAd Filtering Type 2 Adaptation mode, in which BCAST is strictly used to provide Ad transmission/reception over a broadcast channel.
The MobAd Filtering Type 2 Adaptation mode MAY be implemented in conjunction with either the user-subscribed or the non-subscribed Ad service provided by BCAST.  The Ad Engine SHALL be able to choose the type of Ad service to be associated with the MobAd Filtering Type 2 Adaptation mode.  The Ad Server SHALL operate as the File Application (FA) function of the BCAST Service Application (BSA) in delivering Ad content file(s) and associated attributes to the File Delivery (FD) function of the BCAST Service Distribution/Adaptation (BSD/A) component.  The Ad Engine SHALL act as a client of the BCAST Client
 to discover and register for the Ad service, and subsequently receives the Ad content.  The Ad Engine SHALL subsequently employ native MobAd mechanisms to select appropriate Ad(s) for delivery to the Ad App, upon request.
When the MobAd Filtering Type 2 Adaptation mode is linked to the user-subscribed Ad service, service and content metadata contained in the Service and Content fragments of the BCAST Service Guide ([BCAST1X-SG]), such as <ParentalRating>, <TargetUserProfile>, <Genre> and <BroadcastArea>, SHALL be ignored by the BCAST Client for service/content filtering purposes.  When the MobAd Filtering Type 2 Adaptation mode is linked to the non-subscribed Ad service, Ad filtering data contained in the <FilteringData> element of the download AuxDataTrigger notification message, as well as the formerly mentioned service and content metadata contained in the Service Guide SHALL be ignored by the BCAST Client for content filtering purposes.  In other words, for either Ad service type, if the file distribution service is an Ad service, upon receiving the appropriate signalling from the Ad Engine, the BCAST Client SHALL download and deliver to the Ad Engine the entirety of the Ad contents broadcast on the associated file delivery channel.
