6. MobAd over DCD Operations

6.1 Registration and Deregistration
6.1.1 Registration

The Ad Engine can establish registration to be used for Ad delivery via the DCD-CADE interface. The decision to initiate DCD delivery for a specific Ad channel will be made by the Ad Server based on service provider provisioning or other mechanisms and is considered out of scope for this specification.  
The Ad Engine SHALL register with the DCD Client over the DCD-CAR ApplicationRegistrationRequest message as described in section 7.3.1.1 of [DCD-TS-Semantics]. The Ad Engine SHALL supply the Application Profile for the registration, which is described in section 8.1.2 of [DCD-TS-Semantics].
When the Ad Engine receives a DCD-CAR ApplicationRegistrationResponse message, the Ad Engine gets ready to subscribe the Ad channel to download the advertisement through the DCD Enabler.

6.1.2 Deregistration

The Ad Engine can terminate delivery of Ad over DCD at any point during the lifetime. The decision to terminate DCD delivery for a specific Ad channel will be made by the Ad Engine based on service provider provisioning or other mechanisms and is considered out of scope for this specification.
Upon deciding to terminate Ad delivery through the DCD Enabler, the Ad Engine SHALL deregister with the DCD Client over the DCD-CAR ApplicationDeregistrationRequest message as described in section 7.3.1.2 of [DCD-TS-Semantics]. The Ad Engine SHALL supply the Application-ID of Application Profile for the registration.

When the Ad Engine receives a DCD-CAR ApplicationDeregistrationResponse message, the Ad Engine is disconnected with the DCD Enabler and stopped delivering Ad through the DCD Enabler.
