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1 Reason for Change

This contribution fixes up the current end to end flow for the usage of MobAd over DCD.

The subscription flow is like below. (in the section 5.5 of DCD TS)
(1), (2) is the DECA initiated subscription flow. 

When the DECA (Ad Engine) sends the SubscriptionRequest message, DCD Enabler notifies the Subscription request to the CP (Ad Server) and gets the response from the CP before the sending SubscriptionResponse to the DECA. 
(DECA = DCD Enabled Client Application, CP = Content Provider)
The current version has the notification step after the subscription in terminal side. But the Ad Engine can have the response after the request and response step in server side.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1
5.2 MobAd over DCD end to end flow.
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Prerequisite: Ad Server is registered with the DCD Enabler as a DCD Content Provider
1: The Ad Engine registers to the DCD Enabler by Providing an Application Profile. Upon registration Ad Engine receives the list of applicable Ad-related DCD Channels.

2: The Ad Engine requests subscription to selected Ad-related DCD Channels (e.g. according to user’s interests/preferences/Ad App) or it is auto-subscribed based on the Ad Server preferences specified in the Channel Metadata
3:  The DCD Enabler notifies the Ad Server about the Ad Engine subscriptions
4: The Ad Engine gets the response for the subscriptions
5: The Ad Server provides Ads to the DCD Enabler for the channels subscribed by the Ad Engine (pushed to the Ad Engine or returned upon Ad Engine request) 
6: Ad Request, the ad metrics data report from Ad App to Ad Engine and Ad Response from Ad Engine to Ad App are described in the [MobAd Core TS]

7: The Ad Engine reports ad metrics data to the Ad Server via the DCD enabler using DCD content submission transaction. These metrics are opaque to the DCD Enabler
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
