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1 Reason for Change

This CR proposes the ad space id parameter for the interface MobAd-2 interface, which used by SP App to request ads for a particular ad space. The ad space is a blank space (such as banner, text link) that can be used to show ads within SP App. The ad space should be known by MobAd Server which is configured by SP beforehand (the ad space related AdCurrency information, such as position, size, media type and display time, etc), which could be out of scope of MobAd. When MobAd Server receives an ad request from SP App with ad space id specified, it can select the most appreciated ads for this ad space.
If the ad space id is transmitted in ad request, the AdCurrency should be known by the MobAd Server. So if SP Apps use ad space id as the parameter for ad request, the AdCurrency should be optional parameter. So the AdCurrency in ad request should be conditional one.
