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1 Reason for Change

The CR recommends modifying the AdContentData in the response message of the four interfaces as well as adding a new parameter.

AdContentData – adding this parameter to SPApp AdResponse Message as the SpApp can request the media to be included in the message. In addition the following changes are requested in this parameter:
Parameter cardinality – There could be either zero parameters or one such parameter per returned Ad
Description – When providing a URI the fetched object will contain the MIME type. It is suggested that this is also part of this content. This parameter is not returned if no Ad is provided.

AdMediaParams – This is a new parameter that contains a definition of the returned media and should contains parameters that are Media dependent such as Width and Height for Image/Animation/Video and clip length (e.g. in seconds) for Audio/Animation/Video clips. It should be noted that the clip mime type is not required as part of this structure since it is assumed that the AdContnetData will be a MIME Entity  (rfc 2045) and as such contains in its header the mime type. 
As the AdMediaParams structure is common to all interfaces a new section should be added to the TS “Common Structures” and the AdMediaParams structure is defined in it.

The AdMediaParams structure contains 3 values:
· Width – Image/Animation/Video width in pixels, omitted for Audio clip

· Height – Image/Animation/Video height in pixels, omitted for Audio clip

· ClipLength – Clip length in milliseconds for animation/Audio/Video, omitted for image
