7 MobAd Over BCAST Interfaces
The MobAd over BCAST adaptation includes a set of adaptation specific interfaces through which MobAd enabler entities interact with BCAST entities to provision BCAST file delivery sessions and manage content delivery over BCAST. This section describes the adaptation specific interfaces and the degree of standardization of these interfaces in this release of the MobAd enabler.  
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Figure 1 - MobAd over BCAST Adaptation Interface Diagram

Figure 1 provides an overview of the MobAd over BCAST adaptation interfaces. A description of each of the interfaces shown in Figure 1 and their roles in enabling the MobAd over BCAST Adaptation is provided in the sections that follow.  

7.1    MBA-1 Interface 

The MBA-1 interface SHALL allow the Ad Engine to interact with the BCAST Client to initiate content reception and to receive Ad/Ad Metadata delivered over BCAST. This interface is expected to allow the Ad Engine to perform the following functions:

· Initiate content reception on a specific BCAST file delivery session by providing BCAST access parameters 
· Request the BCAST Client to subscribe the Ad service and/or Auxiliary Data service
· Obtain Ad/Ad Metadata delivered on BCAST file delivery sessions for which content reception has been initiated 

· Terminate content reception on a specific BCAST file delivery session
The details of this interface are left unspecified in this release of the MobAd enabler, but this interface may be subject to specification in future releases of the enabler.
7.2    MBA-2 Interface 

The MBA-2 interface SHALL allow the Ad Server to interact with the BCAST Service Distribution / Adaptation function to provision broadcast sessions and to insert Ad/Ad Metadata content into the BCAST enabler. 
This interface is expected to allow the Ad Server to perform the following functions:

· Establish a BCAST file delivery session

· Submit Ad/Ad Metadata content and the delivery schedule on a specific BCAST file delivery session

· Remove Ad/Ad Metadata content from a specific BCAST file delivery session

· Terminate a BCAST file delivery session

· Obtain or specify access parameters or a service guide fragment reference for a BCAST file delivery session
The details of this interface are left unspecified in this release of the MobAd enabler, but this interface may be subject to specification in future releases of the enabler.
7.3    MBA-3 Interface 

The MBA-3 interface SHALL allow the Ad Server to interact with the BCAST Subscription Management function to provision BCAST subscription information for Ad channels distributed over BCAST. This interface is expected to allow the Ad Server to perform the following functions:

· Provision BCAST subscription and authorization related information required by the BCAST subscription management function
· Delivery of Download AuxDataTrigger Notification event
