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1 Reason for Change

The CR suggests the following changes:

a. Changes 1 and 2 recommend setting the structure sections in Mobad-1 and Mobad-3 to be in the same level of MobAd-2. This level (4th level) is more adequate since the structure within each interface should be common to all the interface and therefore should be the last sub-section in each interface. Therefore change 1 suggest changing the only the level of Mobad-1 structure while change 2 for MobAd-3 changes both the level as well location Moved to last sub-section).
b. Changes 3-5 (detailed below) recommend changing the metric reports to better fit the RD document (elaborated below). 
c. Changes 6 recommends adding a Common Structures section (5.5) to complement changes 3-5metric report suggested change
