Reading the latest version of the Core TS specification it appears that section 5.3.3 Structure is a subsection of 5.3 MobAd 2 interface.

However the structure described in this section apply to MobAd 1, MobAd2, MobAd3 and Delv1 interface.

This CR fixes this issue by moving structures described under 5.3.3 to the section 5.6 common structures. 
There are two colours of track changes: 

· One is used to copy and paste the structures from section 5.3.3 to section 5.6.

· The other is used to further move the text describing the contextualdata structure below the section 5.6.2 as it was initially above the section, and that would not make sense anymore.
No changes were made to the content of the structures.
