This message is used by the Ad Engine to report Ad Metrics data to the Ad Server.
It is assumed that the HTTP 1.1 which is used as the underlying protocol is responsible for acknowledgement of Ad Metrics data report. 
In the AdEngineMetricsReport message, the Ad Engine SHALL be able to pass the parameters as described in the first column of Table 9, and the said parameters SHALL be of the type denoted in the second and third column of Table 9. The cardinality of each parameter in a given message SHALL be as denoted in the fourth column of Table 9.
