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1 Reason for Change

This CR includes the following changes:

 (1) Change the message name from “InteractivityActions” to “InteractivityAction”
Reason: For each of the structure, it should specify only one “InteractivityAction”. So the parameter name should be single. 

(2) Change the “Parameter cardinality” for “InteractivityActions” from “zero or one” to “0…N”
Reason: from the description, there should have multiple ‘InteractivityActionCode” and “InteractivityActionURI”.

(3) Change the message name from “InteractivityActions” to “InteractivityActionCode”
Reason: The parameter name is the same as the structure name, and this should be avoided.

(4) “DefaultAction” should be an Attribute, instead of an Element.

Reason: It is a Boolean, there is no need to design that as an Element.

(5) Add the values for InteractivityActionCode.
Reason: The “data type” for this parameter is an “Integer”, and the integer value for each code has to be defined.
