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1 Reason for Change

This CR proposes changes to Section 5.5 (Delv-1 Interface) of the Core spec regarding the delivery of Ad content, Ad Metadata, and usage-related MobAd Rules over this interface.
R01 adds the data type for the <adDuration> attribute, and the <MIME-Type> attribute of the ‘AdServerBroadcastAds’ message missing in the previous version.  It also corrects a few other bugs and typos.
R02 adds the missing attribute ‘adContentSize’ to the AdServerBroadcastAds message.
R03 is withdrawn.
R04 incorporates comments and agreed changes from the 5 Aug conference call.  In particular,
· Description text for each of the three messages is changed to indicate these are applicable for generic broadcast delivery of the associated contents, as opposed to being bound to the MobAd-BCAST Adaptation (“MBA”) spec, as previously indicated.  Related text on the adaptation modes of the MBA spec as indicated previously are no longer necessary, and are deleted in the revision.
· For the AdServerBroadcastAds message, instead of separately listing each attribute and sub-element of ‘AdContent’, due to commonality with ‘AdContent’ as defined in Section 5.6.3 of the Core TS, it is sufficient and more concise to simply indicate a reference to that section. 
· For the AdServerBroadcastAdMetadata message, instead of listing each attribute and sub-element of ‘AdMetadataContent’, a reference to to the identical ‘AdMetadataContent’ element in the MBA spec is indicated.  A companion CR is submitted which provides the details of that element in the MBA spec.
· For the AdServerBroadcastMobAdRule message, instead of listing each attribute and sub-element of ‘MobAdRuleContent’, a reference to to the identical ‘MobAdRuleContent’ element in the MBA spec is indicated.  A companion CR is submitted which provides the details of that element in the MBA spec.
R05 incorporates agreed changes during the 26 Aug MobAd meeting.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Revised text for Delv-1 regarding broadcast delivery of Ads, Ad Metadata and MobAd Rules
5.5 Delv-1 Interface

Delv-1 is an optional interface exposed by the Ad Engine. The Ad Engine receives Ad(s) and/or Ad Metadata over this interface from the Ad Server via underlying push and/or broadcast delivery mechanisms. The Ad Server uses this interface to push either Ad(s) or notification that Ad(s) are available for retrieval. 
The Ad Server may also use this interface to provide service notification to the Ad Engine (e.g. information that SP caching and pre-fetching policies have been dynamically updated; An Ad or campaign needs to be cancelled immediately, MobAd Rules have changed, request for Ad Metrics data reporting, etc). 

Editor’s Note 1: The assumption is that the DELV-1 is a non intrinsic MobAd interface which will reuse enablers or protocols to which adaptation will be defined in adaptation specification.
The Delv-1 interface allows the Ad Engine to:

· Receive Ads and/or Ad Metadata from Ad Server

· Receive MobAd Rules from Ad Server
The Delv-1 interface allows the Ad Server to:

· Push (unicast) either Ads or notifications of Ads for retrieval to Ad Engine
· Push (unicast) MobAd Rules to the Ad Engine
· Broadcast Ads and/or Ad Metadata to the Ad Engine
· Broadcast usage-related MobAd Rules to the Ad Engine
· Provide service notification to Ad Engine
Change 2:  Broadcast Ad delivery

5.5.7 Broadcast – Ad Server to Ad Engine
5.5.8 Ad Server and Ad Engine MAY support broadcast delivery of Ads and/or Ad Metadata over Delv-1 using modified AdServerPushAds message.  Ad Server and Ad Engine MAY support broadcast delivery of usage-related MobAd Rules over Delv-1 using modified AdServerPushRules message.
