The Rule for ad cashing is described in AD “The MobAd Enabler service-related metadata (as opposed to Ad metadata), that define the Service Provider’s rules related to e.g. Ad prefetching and caching policies.”
The “AdAppId” in the Metrics Report was inserted for gathering statistic information in document 0112R01 “Reason for Change”. And document 156 represents “Based on the presentation in document 155 this CR proposes to reorganise the structures of the AdEngineMetricReport on a per App ID basis”.
Based on above two reasons, this CR proposes the rule for Ad cashing regarding Ad App Id.
